The rates of Variable Dearness Allowance (VDA) shall be based on the
average point of the All India Consumer Price Index (AICPI) on which the VDA
rates for the aforementioned scheduled employments have been
determined/revised.

In accordance with any increase or decrease in the said index, the minimum
wage rates shall be correspondingly increased or decreased from the rate specified
in Column-4 of the above schedule, and such adjustment shall be deemed to
constitute the component of Variable Dearness Allowance. However, if the index
falls below the point at which the minimum wage rates were determined/revised,
no change shall be made to the determined/revised minimum wage.

The payment of the said Variable Dearness Allowance at the above rate shall
be payable with effect from 01 April 2026, based on the average of the AICPI for
the period July—December 2025.
